MEMORANDUM FOR GENERAL EISENHOWER:

I am informed that the project for the armed forces
college, to replace the staff courses given et the Army-Navy
Staff College during the war, is taking shape vapidly; that
a site has been tentatively selected; and I am pleased at the

prospect of having General Emmons as the first Commandant.

Incident to discussions of the mission of the school
and the scope of the courses to be given, it appears that there
may be some misconception. I have seen one draft which seems
to stress the training of officers to exercise joint command,
the development of commanders qualified to establish theaters
of operation, and the development of doctrines for joint opera-
tions. It is my concept that those matters fall more properly
into the sphere of activities of the National War College, and
that the mission of the new school should desl primarily, as
proposed in your memorandum of 17 April, with joint staff
technigue and procedures. In other words, Emmons' school
should train staff officers and Hill's school should train

commanders. Of course, one helps the other.

Accordingly, I propose that the title of the new school
be the “Army Navy Staff College.” In any cvent the word "starf"
should appear in the title. If you agree, I suggest that we

call on a special committee, to include Hill and Gruenther as

1 as Sherman and one of your officers, to draft a direcctive

for the school for approval by the Joint Chiefs of Staff.
