Navy Gateway Inns and Suites Policy

As part of the acculturation process, all JPME students are provided quarters at JFSC. If you elect to stay off-campus, no statements of non-availability will be issued; contact your servicing finance office for specific information regarding your entitlement for Basic Allowance for Housing. 


Dependents of international military students are not authorized and are discouraged as there are no facilities for housing.  If you choose to travel with your family, you should make your own off-campus arrangements PRIOR TO arrival at JFSC. Provide lodging information to the IMSO office at:  imso@jfsc.ndu.edu
Navy Gateway Inns and Suites:

The Navy Gateway Inns and Suites, billeting office is open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Our quarters have furnished two and three bedrooms and each has a private full bathroom.  All suites have a fully equipped, shared, kitchen.  They also come with a full sized, shared, washer and dryer.  We provide free wireless internet access. If you plan on using your government computer, please ensure you have the ability to access a wireless network. All quarters are nonsmoking. Due to assignment policies, you may expect to share a unit with men and/or women of all Services as well as the Interagency. 
The fee for quarters is:
$56.00 for 04 and 05 and civilian equivalent

 $66.00 for 06 and civilian equivalent

 $76.00 for family housing

Students are permitted to have overnight guests on weekends and holidays only, at an additional charge of $5 per person, per day.  All visitors are to be approved and quarters arranged at the front desk prior to the guests’ arrival.  No more than two (2) guests allowed at any given time.  Pets are not authorized under any circumstances.  Cash, Check, Travelers Checks, American Express, Visa, MasterCard, and Discover cards may be used to pay for the Navy Gateway Inns and Suites.  Upon arrival, you must provide the billeting office a means of payment and the Navy Gateway Inns and Suites office will document accordingly.   However, the Navy Gateway Inns and Suites billeting office will email each student before the end of each month, to advise you that automatic room payments are due.  Prior to the automatic payment, you will have a short time to change your method of payment; otherwise, they will use what was provided upon your arrival.    


You must sign all billeting documentation with the Navy Gateway Inns and Suites Office.  In doing so, this will be acknowledgment that you understand all Navy Gateway Inns and Suites charged rates and policies regarding guests.  Each document you sign obligates you to the charges rendered; thereby, holding you fully responsible for paying your billeting account.
Dependents are not authorized and are discouraged as there are no facilities for housing dependents of the international military students.  The student will be solely responsible for accommodating their family members if they choose to bring them despite our policy.  The IMSO staff is not available to assist with any support requirements.

Some of the other contributing factors to our no dependent policy are:

     - There is no base transportation.

     - Taxis are prohibited from entering the compound.

     - The shorten curriculum coupled with the limited logistic support availability creates
          hardships for families and students.  

     - The curriculum is fast-paced and their first priority is classroom and field study 
          participation.
